‘What do you think?’

talking first.

2. Ask 
‘What do we know?’
According to the Bible and

wise people around us, what
do we already know? 

3. Ask 
‘What do we not know?’

There are lots of things that we don’t
know about scripture, theology, and

God. Let’s be open about that and
model that it’s okay not to know

everything.

4. Share how you’ve
handled it.

Explain to them how you’ve
handled this question in

your own life.
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
